As per the directions of the hon’ble Supreme Court, CARA has set up an
identification cell to accelerate the identification process of children under the 5 categories, as defined in
the JJ Act. The identification cell comprises a group dedicated to facilitating outreach, data cleaning and
legal support to the stakeholders to ensure systematic restoration, adoption or institutionalization of
any child placed in a childcare home in India.

Our commitment to a child’s emotional well-being remains a cornerstone of our work. The Model Foster
Care guidelines were issued on 26th April to promote the deinstitutionalization of a child residing in
institutions and place them in familial environments. I urge all the state bodies to coordinate with us
proactively to place the children in families.

Additionally, this International Day of Yoga, CARA team conducted Yoga Workshops for the children in
nearby CCIs. I am also pleased to see healthy participation from states and districts in conducting Yoga
sessions for the children and caretakers. This campaign helped us demonstrate to our children that by
assigning priority to our welness, we can increase our capabilities to enrich ourselves with useful life

skills.

By building happy families, we are creating nurturing environments where children can thrive. As we
look to the future, we must be keenly aware of the challenges that lie ahead. The ongoing global
situation has underscored the importance of our work, and we remain steadfast in our resolve to adapt
and innovate in response to evolving needs.
